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The League may take action on governmental measures and policies in the public interest.  However, it shall not support or oppose any political party or any candidate.

 

Recognizing that League experience uniquely equips members for public life and wishing to encourage members to utilize their knowledge and abilities, non-board members are urged to participate fully in party activities as individuals.  Board members’ activities must be limited to preserve the league’s nonpartisan position.

 

If a board member publicly declares for or holds an elective office, the member shall resign from the board.  A public notice released by LWVGY announcing the resignation of a board member to run for political office should be carefully worded to avoid the appearance of endorsing or opposing the resigning board member’s candidacy.

 

Board members shall not undertake any action which will cause them to be identified publicly as supporting any candidate for office or any political party.  The president and the holder of any other board position deemed sensitive shall not participate in any political campaign in any way, except to campaign for a league-supported position.  Before undertaking political activity, board members must submit their plans to the LWVGY Board of Directors for review.
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
